BETTER HOMES

4,500 homes have benefited from the Home Improvement
Programme (HIP), with another 1,038 homes in the pipeline.
With this, all eligible flats in Ayer Rajah-Gek Poh will be
upgraded under this scheme.

* A new park connector at Sungei Pandan and a pedestrian
bridge along the AYE are in development to enhance
accessibility and recreation.

¢ The upcoming Bulim Park in Jurong West will offer residents a
range of new amenities, including play and fitness areas, as well
as food & beverage outlets.

BETTER CONNECTIVITY

e Construction of the Jurong Region Line (JRL) is progressing
steadily, and the Cross Island Line is on the horizon. The
recently announced West Coast Extension will further connect
the JRL to the Circle Line, enhancing accessibility across the
network.

* The newly opened Jurong Town Hall Park Connector links our
neighbourhoods directly to Jurong Lake Gardens including the
recently re-opened Japanese Garden.

e 4.5 km of cycling paths have been added, with another 11.2 km
planned.

* The upcoming Jurong East Integrated Transport Hub will offer
seamless transfers across MRT lines and bus services, along with
daily conveniences like a library, sports centre, and shops—all in
one central location.

These improvements reflect our commitment to create a better
quality of life for all in Ayer Rajah-Gek Poh.
